Serious and leisure summer reading offers an invaluable opportunity to increase your
repertoire of reading in preparation for the English AP exam next year and college
thereafter. This summer read at least 2 of the following works that have appeared on
previous AP exams. You must also read 1 of the suggested works for seniors in the GBS
Summer Reading program. Consult the GBS Summer Reading Website and choose 1
book from the senior list. Not only are these works which have appeared on the AP
Literature and Composition test, but they are works which will provide inspiring reading
and practice in doing what you love doing anyway: reading a good story! While you read,
annotate the books' themes, characters and symbols with post-it notes. The first writing
assignment in August will be a sample AP essay test question on this summer's reading.
All three of your annotated books will be collected on the second day of school.

Please remember that summer reading is an opportunity for AP students to broaden their
horizons and read in depth. Choosing only the shortest, easiest works for the sake of their
length will not contribute to developing the reading and thinking skills needed for AP
English and for success on the AP test in spring. Choose wisely.
